Husbands, go all out
in your love for your wives, exactly as Christ did for
the church—a love marked by giving, not getting.
Christ’s love makes the church whole. His words
evoke her beauty. Everything he does and says is de-

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signed to bring the best out of her, dressing her in
dazzling white silk, radiant with holiness. And that
is how husbands ought to love their wives. They’re
really doing themselves a favor—since they’re al-
ready “one” in marriage. No one abuses his own
body, does he? No, he feeds and pampers it. That’s
how Christ treats us, the church, since we are part
of his body. And this is why a man leaves father and
mother and cherishes his wife. No longer two, they
become “one flesh.” This is a huge mystery, and I
don’t pretend to understand it all. What is clearest
to me is the way Christ treats the church. And this
provides a good picture of how each husband is to
treat his wife, loving himself in loving her, and how
each wife is to honor her husband.

EPHESIANS 5:21-33, MSG

You were cleansed from your sins when you obeyed
the truth, so now you must show sincere love to each
other as brothers and sisters. Love each other deeply
with all your heart.

1 PETER 1:22, NLT

The same goes for you wives: Be good wives to your
husbands, responsive to their needs. There are hus-
bands who, indifferent as they are to any words
about God, will be captivated by your life of holy
beauty. What matters is not your outer appear-
ance—the styling of your hair, the jewelry you wear,
the cut of your clothes— but your inner disposition.
Cultivate inner beauty, the gentle, gracious kind that
God delights in. The holy women of old were beauti-
ful before God that way, and were good, loyal wives
to their husbands. Sarah, for instance, taking care
of Abraham, would address him as “my dear hus-
band” You'll be true daughters of Sarah if you do
the same, unanxious and unintimidated. The same
goes for you husbands: Be good husbands to your
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wives. Honor them, delight in them. As women they
lack some of your advantages. But in the new life of
God’s grace, you're equals. Treat your wives, then, as
equals so your prayers don’t run aground.

1 PETER 3:1-7, MSG

Summing up: Be agreeable, be sympathetic, be loving,
be compassionate, be humble. That goes for all of you,
no exceptions. No retaliation. No sharp-tongued sar-
casm. Instead, bless—that’s your job, to bless. You'll
be a blessing and also get a blessing. Whoever wants
to embrace life and see the day fill up with good, here’s
what you do: Say nothing evil or hurtful; snub evil and
cultivate good; run after peace for all you're worth.

From now on, think of it this way: Sin speaks a dead
language that means nothing to you; God speaks your
mother tongue, and you hang on every word. You are
dead to sin and alive to God. That’s what Jesus did.
That means you must not give sin a vote in the way you
conduct your lives. Don't give it the time of day. Don't
even run little errands that are connected with that old
way of life. Throw yourselves wholeheartedly and full-
time—remember, you've been raised from the dead!—
into God’s way of doing things. Sin can’t tell you how to
live. After all, youre not living under that old tyranny
any longer. You're living in the freedom of God.

ROMANS 6:11-14, MSG

Therefore, confess your sins to one another, and pray
for one another so that you may be healed. The effec-
tive prayer of a righteous man can accomplish much.

JAMES 5:16, NASB

Stand fast therefore in the liberty by which Christ has
made us free, and do not be entangled again with a
yoke of bondage.

Later, of course, it
pays oft handsomely, for its the well-trained who find
themselves mature in their relationship with God.
